Section 14 of the Family Assistance Act.


3rd PRIORITY
any other child.

Within each priority mentioned above, the following children are to be given Priority:

· Children of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander families;

· Children in families which include a person with a disability;

· Children in families which include an individual whose taxable income percentage under Clause 7 of Schedule 2 to the Family Assistance Act is 100%;

· Children in families with non-English speaking backgrounds;

· Children is socially isolated families; and

· Children of single parents.

The centre’s guidelines allocate priority for vacancies to parents who live or work within the City of Boroondara, who are existing users or who are on the waiting list. The centre also takes into account families that will be using the centre for their child’s funded kindergarten in the year before school.

Will also consider placement for children of Belford Oaks staff.


In addition the centre considers priority where:

· Children of parents who have a continuing disability or incapacity;

· Parents at home with more than 1 child under school age.
